The recent exuberance can be partially explained with success of quite a few Indian Startups which became unicorns within a span of less than 10 years. The launch of ‘Digital India’ and ‘Start up, Stand up India’ initiatives by Government of India in 2015 was an added impetus to the nurturing of innovations in our country.

Start-ups and Innovation are closely intertwined and various stakeholders in the Entrepreneurial and Innovation Ecosystem are doing their bit to take our country forward.

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Eligibility – Full time PGDM Batch 2021-23
Internal SIH is seeking a diverse group of participants based across PGDM programs of WeSchool. All participants with different levels of experience, professional and academic backgrounds, diverse skill sets are welcome to apply; what matters most is your commitment to making an impact and your willingness to collaborate. Prior technology background is not essential, we are looking for problem solvers from versatile backgrounds including but not limited to engineering, medicine, design, Humanities, Arts, Commerce, Life Sciences, Management etc.
A. Registration Process of Internal Smart India Hackathon 2022 – 
1. A Student team should select only one problem statement which they would like to work on during the internal SIH 2022.

2. The Team leader has to fill the registration form via link - https://forms.gle/AspUe6p4YURHSqmq7 also provided in email before deadline with details mentioned like Name of students, batch, gender, contact details, email ids and title of the problem statement / problem statement number(if any).
3. No further changes in team members and problem statement allowed once it is submitted so team leader must ensure Zero error while filling up the Google form.

4. After successful submission of form, the students can start working on the problem statement along with team members. Last date of registration is 26th March 2022 by 11.59 pm or First 25 Teams who register whichever is earlier.
5. The students can work on problem statement from Today to 30th March 2022, in between you will be provided with tutorial sessions, query resolution slots with RedX team/ Coding queries. In addition, you may connect with your respective Program heads/faculties/mentors.
B. Team Formation – Total 6 members 
· 01 Team Leader

· 05 Team Members 
· Atleast 01 female member in the team (mandatory)
· Team with less than 6 members or more than 6 members will be rejected.
C. Mode of Communication with participants: Offline Mode , Zoom Meeting / MS Teams / YouTube and any other platform as per decision of organising committee.

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E. Parameters of Evaluation by Jury Members : 

· Quality of research insights – How deep is the user understanding?
· Solution direction (Multiple ideas explored will score higher points)
· Impact of Solution (The reach – People /Industry sectors / Underprivileged / Government etc)
· Scalability of the solution (Choice of appropriate technology) - Can it be launched at scale?
· The User experience and elegance of the solution.

There will be multiple rounds of evaluation at each stage of competition and the decision of the Jury Members will be final and binding for all participants.

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Frequently Asked Questions: 

· Where is the competition/challenge taking place? 

Answer: This is an Offline event at the Weschool Campus. Teams will work together throughout the week; we will also be using tools such as Zoom, Google Drive, MS teams, YouTube etc.

· Is the event free?

Answer: Yes! Participating in the Internal SIH 2022 is free, you are required to apply and get accepted due to a limited number of spots.
· How much time do I need to commit?

Answer: Minimum 20-30 hours during the competition week (25th March to 30th March 2022). Since the goal is to rapidly bring meaningful solutions to life, participants should expect to commit time to the Challenge beyond the normal lecture timing. 

There will be multiple rounds of evaluation, mentoring and guidance on 29th and 30th March 2022. All team members are expected to be available physically during the above-mentioned timeline.   

· What will happen after the Internal SIH 2022 competition?

Answer: After the event, the best ideas and teams will have the opportunity to co-develop and implement their solution with the support of our mentors / faculty / industry experts. 

· What should I do to prepare for Internal SIH 2022 competition? 

A curious, open mind is a pre-requisite, Teams will be connected with technical resources, developer platforms and experienced mentors throughout the duration of the competition, to help them create, iterate, build, and develop solutions as quickly as possible.
· What materials I should use / have for competition?
Answer: All participants will require an internet-connected device to be able to access the virtual hacking resources. We recommend using a laptop, but you could also use a laptop, a tablet, or a smartphone.

· Will I have to be from technical / coding background?
Answer: No! Participants from all academic and professional backgrounds are welcome! Most of the tech platforms to be used will be open source (drag and drop variety). So don’t sweat if you are not from a technical background. Of course, technical or coding experience is always helpful.
· How are teams formed?

Answer: The teams should be formed before the registration. Participants will work together in teams of 6 members (1 female participant is mandatory). We strongly encourage participants to create their own teams before applying for the competition. Team with less than 6 members or more than 6 members will be rejected. 
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· Do all 5 teammates have to be from the same course?

       Answer: No, not necessary. Infact, we encourage formation of cross-disciplinary teams.
· What is the deadline for submission and when is the competition?

Answer: The Competition begins the moment you register. On the 29th of March 2022 there will be 24 hour - Mentoring and Evaluating sessions. All participants need to make their PPT / Solution ready by the morning of 30th March 2022. All members are expected to be available physically during the above-mentioned timeline.  

· Who will we be mentoring the participants?

Answer: WeSchool faculty team – Deans / Program Head and Faculty In charge of Programs and also Innowe team, RedX team members, will be there.
